Using the On-line site:
For The Class of 1963:

Sign-In ID: gonavy63 (case sensitive)
Password: navy63 (case sensitive)

Once class members sign in, they will see, “Thank you for purchasing tickets for
Navy Lacrosse!  If you have any questions regarding your order, please contact your
group coordinator.” [Note:  our Group Coordinator is Mike Blackledge '63 who can be
contacted at Mike@Blackledge.com].  Then follow the steps below to purchase tickets:

- Click Sat, April 24, 2010
- Check the Seat Price ($3.00 each)
- Enter ticket quantity and delivery information
- Enter the required contact and billing information
- Proceed to checkout

Note:  don't get too excited over the $3 each price for these usually $10 tickets,
as when you check out, you will have to pay an additional $2.50 per ticket on-line
charge, and finally an $8 processing fee for your entire order.   Thus, six "$3
tickets" will cost you $41.  However, there is no tax, and the tickets will be mailed
for free.
This sale is online only.  Since the tickets are already allocated in your class
account, our ticket representatives will not be able to place orders over the
phone.
Navy Sports will start mailing tickets in April.
